The mobile Wheels of Dreams training bus is equipped with eight computer
workstations, an entrepreneurial, mentoring, hospitality, touch screen cash register
training lab area and an on-bus entrepreneur educator. The computer workstations have
multi-module, self-paced, instructional content with earphones used by students during
sessions.

The Wheels of Dreams educational training program was designed by State Certified
teachers of the Atlanta Public School System and Professors at Georgia State
University. The students visit the Wheels Bus for half-hour, one hour, or one and a half
hour lesson sessions. There is a total of 40 hours of content curriculum on the Wheels
bus that include the following interactive modules:

« COMPUTER SKILLS TRAINING: PC/INTERNET
« ENTREPRENEURSHIP: FUNDAMENTALS AND IDEA GENERATION

« PROFESSIONAL SKILLS: HOW TO FIND A JOB, WORKPLACE SKILLS, JOB,
COLLEGE AND VOCATIONAL SCHOOL READINESS, SCHOLARSHIPS AND
HOW TO FIND YOUR LIFE PASSION

- MONEY MANAGEMENT: WEALTH BUILDING, DEBT AVOIDANCE AND CREDIT
MANAGEMENT, HOME MORTGAGE INFORMATION

« BLACK HISTORY: BUSINESS AND COMMUNITY LEADERS WHO ARE ROLE
MODELS; CIVIC RESPONSIBILITY, VOLUNTEERSIM AND LEADERSHIP

« HEALTHY EATING, EXERCISE AND LIFESTYLE DECISIONS

The longer sessions cover all curriculum and various modules are selected for the
shorter sessions. Students are selected for high school and middle school programs by
their teachers and guidance counselors. Students are also selected from the educational
and administrative staff of organizations visited. During special events, students are
seated first come first served on the Wheels bus and may stay for a half of an hour to
one hour depending on the number of participants.

Black McDonald’s Operators Association members and other community business
leaders volunteer and serve as on-bus mentors, Student Motivation Rally speakers by
explaining to the students the importance of education, hard work, discipline, good work
ethics, civic responsibility, persistence and commitment to success in whatever career
choice they make. The Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation helps youth to set personal
goals and work to achieve specific entrepreneurial educational goals. The Wheels of
Dreams bus provides help writing resumes and college scholarships applications for
many scholarship opportunities that include the Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation
Scholarships and Atlanta Ronald McDonald House Charities College Scholarship.



In 2008, three; four year $1,000 a year Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation
scholarships were awarded to Graduating Seniors from Banneker High School in
College Park, GA. Three; four year $1,000 a year Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation
scholarships were awarded to students from Frederick Douglass High School in Atlanta,
GA. In 2007, four; four year $1,000 a year Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation
scholarships were awarded to Graduating Seniors from Washington High School. Two
four year $1,000 a year Wheels of Dreams Youth Foundation scholarships were
awarded to students from Clarkston High School.

Grass-walled bunkers with pristine white sand
and greens that are generous, subtle and approachable are key features at every
hole. The course also promotes creative shot strategy as it has been built among
a multitude of hardwood trees and is lined with creeks, lakes and native southern
wetlands.

Their tee boxes, fairways and roughs are lushly covered in Bermuda, promoting
higher ball elevation, faster divot recovery. The putting greens are Bent grass
and the perimeter roughs and bunker faces are reminiscent of many legendary
Scottish designs. Crystal Lake is sure to provide an enjoyable and memorable
experience.
